Dates

Our PhD recruiting event will take place Thursday, March 11 through Saturday, March 13.  Planned activities will only take place on Thursday evening beginning at 6:00 p.m. and Friday.  We encourage you to use the morning/afternoon of March 11 and the morning of March 13 for travel times.  If you arrive in town early on March 11, feel free to attend some Informatics & Computing classes so you can experience what our students do firsthand.  A list of these courses and their locations will be provided to you.
Travel Accommodations
The School of Informatics and Computing is providing hotel accommodations at no expense to you.  Rooms are reserved at the Indiana Memorial Union Biddle Hotel.  Please contact the hotel directly to confirm your arrival.  They can be reached at (800) 209-8145.  Please ask for the hotel block of rooms under “School of Informatics & Computing”.  You may also reserve your room online at http://www.imu.indiana.edu.  Use the group code INFOSCHOOL when making reservations online.  You must make reservations by Wednesday, March 3.  After that time, the rooms will be released to the general public.
You are responsible for arranging your own travel accommodations. If you are flying, you will fly into Indianapolis International Airport.  Indianapolis is located approximately 50 miles north of Bloomington and is the closest major airport.  Please make all airplane reservations at your own convenience.  
Upon arriving at the Indianapolis airport, we request that you use Bloomington Shuttle Services to get you to your Bloomington location.  Their website address is http://www.bloomingtonshuttle.com/.  They have 9 trips daily to and from the airport, and the Indiana Memorial Union is on their route.  

Travel Reimbursement

We will reimburse you for your travel expenses including airfare, shuttle expenses, or rental car expenses if you choose to drive to Bloomington.  All receipts must be under the admitted student’s name.  If you choose to drive, you may claim gas OR mileage; you may not claim both. Typically, the University will reimburse gas for rental car usage and mileage for personal car use.  During your visit, you will be given paperwork to fill out and submit along with your receipts.  Food will not be reimbursed because most of your meals will be provided by the School of Informatics and Computing.
Attire
We want you to be comfortable during your campus visit.  Dress for all events during the Admitted PhD Event is casual.  You may also want to bring a jacket and an umbrella as March weather is unpredictable in Bloomington. Be prepared for anything!
